Parts and accessories on the Warsensor WS-66 and Armotech WG series markers are interchangeable with the exception of the stock,
barrel, magazine kit. The internals are virtually the same, with the exception that the WG-65 is side cocking while the WS-66 is top cocking
and uses a different design of cocking pin mechanism which is NOT interchangeable between designs.

Accessories such as hand guards, RIS guards, RIS rails, carry handle /rear sight, front barrel sight, trigger frames/grips, folding stocks,
A1/A2 butt-stocks, sight rails, scopes, red-dots, flashlights, lasers, ball detents, powerfeed necks, springs and the like are ALL compatible
between both lines of marker.

The hop-up barrel system of the WS-66 is unique in that it is a non-threaded design. It locks into place with a retainer pin and stabilizing
screw on the receiver, while the barrel system of the Armotech WG line is VM-68 compatible threading and needs to be screwed in.

The hop-up barrel has three grooves which should be located at the 11am, 12pm and 1pm locations when looking down the barrel. (do not
look down the barrel of a LOADED and PRESSURIZED MARKER)
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
